
 

Fort Wayne Crusaders Baseball is a unique competitive program that reaches home educated teens 
from middle to high school.  Our team exists to give young men who are educated at home the 
opportunity to play competitive high school baseball.  Baseball is a tool we have chosen to help train 
these young men in self-discipline, self-control, respect for authority, and teamwork.  In many ways, 
sports can provide our athletes with “real life” situations.    

Our team consists of players from Northeast Indiana.  The Crusaders volunteer athletic director 
schedules games for our team with local, public, and private high schools, as well as other regional and 
state home school baseball programs.  Typically, the Crusaders play between 25 and 30 games during 
their regular season.
